After a tremendous outpouring of requests from the community, on July 11, at the opening ceremony of the Plainedge Youth 
League Brian Moore Memorial Baseball Tournament, Supervisor John Venditto announced the Town of Oyster Bay would be 
commissioning a life-size statue with Brian’s likeness, which will be placed in Plainedge Park by the flag pole between the 
baseball fields and children’s play area. 

      
The Plainedge Alumni Association is working collaboratively with the Town of Oyster Bay and the Plainedge Community to 
help cover the cost of the statue, which is expected to be in the neighborhood of $35,000.  Town of Oyster Bay Special Counsel 
Tom Sabellico, who is also a Plainedge Alumni, reached out to the Plainedge Alumni Association asking if we could help spread 
the word to the Community and Alumni to help in the fundraising effort in the form of sponsorships and donations.
